“While the investigation found clear voting irregularities, it is noteworthy that
it was not “able to tie registration and voting irregularities directly to
individual people” and as noted on multiple occasions, there is no evidence to
conclude “that any slate was itself knowingly complicit with a scheme to cast
improper ballots.” 2 Significantly, except for one slate, all slates that benefited
from the voting irregularities consented to disqualify the questionable votes.

The issue at hand is whether any penalties should be applied to those slates
that benefited from the irreqular (or possibly fraudulent) votes above and
beyond the disqualification of the questionable votes. While the Chairs’
Recommendation imposed some penalties on some slates, in the much talked
about June 18th AEC meeting, a slim weighted majority of votes elected to
override the Chairs’ Recommendation and voted to apply a stricter penalty on
the six slates that benefited from the voting irregularities.

... the Tribunal is ultimately being asked to balance two competing values
underlying the goals and mission of the American Zionist Movement and the
AEC voting process for the World Zionist Congress.

On one hand, it (and this Tribunal) seeks to “serve as an uplifting and unifying
force for diverse voices and constituencies across the Jewish community, all in
support of the vibrancy of Zionism... where participation is a victory in and of
itself.” Thus, consistent with past decisions of this Tribunal, we seek to
minimize voter disenfranchisement and maximize public support of Zionism,
especially during these difficult times for the State of Israel.

On the other hand, we seek to ensure the integrity of the democratic electoral
process for proper representation at the World Zionist Congress.

We also note that these two values relate to each other in that scrupulous
dedication to an honest electoral process will maximize the public
trustworthiness of our Zionistic cause and bolster its support...,

this Tribunal is reticent to penalize our fellow Zionist slates, and declines to
accept the AEC’s mechanical penalty structure voted on June 18th, and instead
rules in accordance with the more nuanced Chairs’ Recommendation as the
foundation of our decision, subject to modification as noted below with
respect to specific slates. In making these nuanced and fact specific
determinations, the Tribunal has considered the extent to which each of the
affected slates has fulfilled its responsibility in (1) cooperating with the
investigation and (2) employing standards and systems for self-monitoring to
ensure electoral integrity. Particularly mindful that our voting process is based
on the honor system, to the extent that any slate demonstrated failure or
below reasonable standards in either of these two expectations, then the
Tribunal was open to applying penalties to such slates.”

“Based on the conclusions and findings in the Memo and the Chairs’
Recommendations, including but not limited to the fact that EHK was only
“grudgingly cooperative” with the investigation, and that regarding the
integrity of the good faith electoral process, it had poor internal monitoring,
weak training and supervision for its contractors, not to mention
subcontractors, the majority of Tribunal agrees with penalizing this slate but
modifies said penalty as follows:

Regarding disqualification of votes or mandates, the majority of the Tribunal
voted not to impose any penalty. However, the majority ruled that a penalty
was in order and opted to increase the financial penalty rather than

disenfranchise legitimate voters and thus increased its financial penalty from
the Chairs’ Recommendation by an additional 25%, thus applying a total fine

of $40,544. “

“The AEC Chairs recommended a penalty against EHK of an additional 50% of
its disqualified votes. We would reduce that penalty to 25% and then affirm.
We concur with the majority that a fine of 540,544 is appropriate.

“We will not repeat the reasoning for our opinion set forth in the dissent and
concurrence with respect to ZOA, which applies to EHK as well, except to note
EHK received 6,338 improper votes, which exceeded 20% of the number of

legitimate votes (29,159) received by EHK. Similar to ZOA, EHK refuses to
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acknowledge the strong possibility that one or more of its supporters was
responsible for the fraudulent votes. We find their alternative theories to be
similarly implausible.”

“In addition, the Tribunal formally admonishes all concerned slates to do a
better job in the next election to ensure that any individual working on its
behalf or on behalf of its movement adhere to the election rules and the
integrity of the electoral process, certify its understanding and adherence to
the same, and provide sufficient self-monitoring to avoid any future voting
fraud or irregularities. Furthermore, this admonition shall serve as notice to all
slates that any lack of such self-monitoring and/or any lack of cooperation
with any future investigations that may be necessary, whether in this election
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cycle or future election cycles, shall be treated as recidivism and be
presumptively met with penalties. Furthermore, the Tribunal acknowledges
the challenges of our good faith electoral process, especially as technology
advances with electronic voting and new methods of payments, which will
certainly further evolve in 4 years from now, and accordingly suggests the AEC
(or a special committee commissioned by the AEC) seek to improve the
necessary rules to avoid voter fraud and irregularities in the future.
